Coronaviruses
Coronaviruses are a huge family of viruses with dozens of species. They usually
infect animals, but sometimes viruses mutate and can cause disease in humans. For
the first time, one of the coronaviruses was discovered in humans back in the
middle of the 20th century. Many coronaviruses are constantly circulating in the
environment and do not cause more disease than the common cold. About 80% of
people have antibodies to one or another type of coronavirus. Probably, many
people have already suffered a mild illness, mistaking it for a common cold.
Certain types of coronaviruses cause more serious diseases, and they deserve
special attention. So, the first outbreak of acute respiratory syndrome occurred in
2002 in China - then about 8 thousand people fell ill and the disease did not spread
so much. Then there was an outbreak of Middle East respiratory syndrome in 2012
in Saudi Arabia. Its difference was that bats infected camels with coronavirus, and
they, in turn, became a reservoir of infection for people. New cases of these viruses
are still found in the Middle East. “Such outbreaks of diseases caused precisely by
coronaviruses have been periodically occurring for a long time, and the mortality
rate from some of them was higher than from the last epidemic of 2019,” says
biotechnologist Denis Yudchits. For the first time, the new strain of the
coronavirus COVID-19 has caused such a large-scale epidemic that has engulfed
many countries. The virus has adapted to the human body, and you can get infected
even during the incubation period, when there are still no visible symptoms. An
infected person can spread the virus for about 10 days without feeling sick at all.

Nikolai Iwanowitsch Pirogow

Nikolai Iwanowitsch Pirogow wurde im Jahre 1810 in Moskau geboren.
Bereits im Jahre 1824, also erst 14-jdhrig, wurde er Student der medizinischen
Fakultit der Moskauer Universitit. Nach vier Jahren erhielt er das Arztdiplom.
Seine Ausbildung setzte N.I. Pirogow an der Universitdt Dorpat fort. Die Stadt
Dorpat war zu jener Zeit ein wissenschaftliches Zentrum. N.I. Pirogow verbrachte
in Dorpat vier Jahre.

Nach der Verteidigung seiner Doktorarbeit (1832) wurde er nach Deutschland
zur weiteren Ausbildung geschickt. Nach seiner Riickkehr ging Pirogow wieder
nach Dorpat. Dort wurde er 1836 zum Professor ernannt. Seine wissenschaftlichen
Arbeiten und Operationen machten ihn iiber die Landesgrenzen hinaus bekannt.

Seit 1841 war Pirogow als Professor an der Petersburger Medizinisch-
Chirurgischen Akademie titig. Das war die intensivste Periode seines Lebens. Er
war als Chirurg titig. AuBerdem hielt er Vorlesungen iiber normale und
pathologische Anatomie.

Die Verdienste Pirogows um die Wissenschaft und die Menschheit sind grof.
Der geniale Chirurg war zugleich ein hervorragender Anatom. Er hat eine grofie
Zahl von chirurgischen und anatomischen Werken geschrieben, darunter sein
berithmtes Buch ,,Grundlinien der Feldchirurgie" und seine klassische Topographie
der Anatomie" in vier Bidnden mit einem ausfiihrlichen Atlas der Anatomie des
Menschen.
